GL Newsletter, January, 2010 Veterans Message: Fewer homeless veterans but still much to do

Over the last few years, efforts by community organizations such as the Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks and govern-
ment agencies have reduced the number of homeless veterans, but there is much more to do. 
 
The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) estimates that there are over 130,000 veterans who are homeless on any given night, 
and in the course of a year, almost 280,000 veterans will experience homelessness. Who are these homeless Veterans? They 
are male and female, young and old, and served their country in war and at peace. Almost half served in the Vietnam era. The 
majority of homeless veterans reside in major population centers, but they are found in suburban areas and rural communities 
as well. 
 
Why are they homeless? Homelessness has a wide array of causes. Lost income due to job loss, reduced salaries or benefits, 
home foreclosures, and a shortage of affordable housing all contribute to the problem. Perhaps the chief cause of homeless-
ness, however, is the mental condition of its victims. 
 
In earlier conflicts, such Veterans were sometimes diagnosed with ‘shell-shock’- an obvious and almost immediate reaction by 
some soldiers to combat. Symptoms of ‘shell-shock’ included tiredness, lack of concentration, and headaches. Eventually, the 
men suffered mental breakdowns making them unfit for combat. 
 
Today, these conditions are referred to as Post-Traumatic Stress Disorders, or PTSD. PTSD may take months or years to re-
veal symptoms. Untreated, PTSD can lead to depression, inability to focus, and alcohol and drug abuse. This can cause job 
loss, domestic violence, homelessness, and even suicide. During the Vietnam era, very little, if anything, was known about 
Post Traumatic Stress Disorders. It is not surprising, therefore, that so many of our nation’s homeless are veterans of that pe-
riod. 
 
While the VA is now actively screening military personnel after discharge, there are hundreds of thousands of Veterans who 
have never been screened. 
 
It is essential to get these veterans whatever help they need, to get them back to being complete, productive citizens. They 
answered their country’s call in its time of need. It is our duty to help them in their own time of need. 
 
What can you do? 
 
Determine the need in your community. Contact your mayor’s office, or search state and community websites for homeless 
veterans programs and initiatives. If your Lodge has a VAVS Representative, ask them to discuss this with the homeless coor-
dinator of the hospital in which they work. These programs may need food, clothing, essentials, and/or volunteers. 

¶ Stand Downs. Many hospitals and community based outpatient centers host ‘Stand Downs’ for the homeless. ‘Stand Downs’ 
give homeless Veterans 1-3 days of safety and security where they can obtain food, shelter, clothing and a range of other 
types of assistance. Find out what the Elks can do to help by contacting your local Veterans Administration facility. 

¶ Send a financial donation to your nearest homeless Veteran provider if you are unable to participate in a program directly. 

¶ Fundraisers to help Homeless Veterans. Dinners, dances, walks, and motorcycle rides are but a few ways to raise funds.
